The contest was open to all students in grades 6 
through 12 in El Paso County and areas served by 
the Pikes Peak Library District. 

The 2013 contest received 306 mystery stories. 
The entries ranged from ghastly murders to talking 
books. Having to use an assigned phrase (was not as 
easy as) in the opening paragraph and six unrelated 
words (blather, clandestine, exquisite, irrelevant, 
kerfuffle and tantalize) within the 1000-1200 word 
story, each student wrote with style and dash.

The Awards Ceremony was held May 9, 2013 in the East Library Community Room. 
The First, Second and Third Place Author Awards (best mystery story in each grade 
category) and the Judges Awards and Achievement Awards (selected from all 306 
entries) were presented.
